Shri B.N.Jha welcomed all the participants. He informed the House that certain issues have been flagged by the Health Department, Govt. of NCT of Delhi in implementation of Direct Benefit Transfer Scheme for the beneficiaries of JSY Scheme. He stated that though all issues will be discussed point wise during the course of the meeting, it is pertinent to mention here that implementation of DBT holds utmost priority and all concerned should support it wholeheartedly. Shri Jha further stated that SLBC has been informed by Health Department of Govt. of NCT of Delhi that they are facing issues from 11 banks namely PNB, Allahabad Bank, SBI, CBI, IDBI, BOB, BOI, Andhra Bank, Canara Bank, Corporation Bank and Syndicate Bank. Shri Jha invited Dr. Dewan, Director, DFW and Dr. Shalley Kamra, SPO, DFW for presenting the issues being faced by the Department.  Sh. Dewan thanked SLBC for holding this special meeting on such a short notice and hoped that meeting will be fruitful and all the issues being faced will be resolved.  Dr. Shalley Kamra after giving a brief on JSY Scheme appraised the House about the issues being faced by them.
Following points were discussed during the course of meeting:-
1. It was informed by the Health Department that Aadhaar numbers of very less number of beneficiaries of JSY Scheme have been seeded in their bank accounts. Member banks informed that it is due to the fact that List of Beneficiaries has not been sent to them for seeding/mapping of aadhaar numbers.  Sh. Arun Gupta from SLBC and Shri Sunil Sharma, LDM also informed that List of Beneficiaries has not been received upto now despite several requests in various meetings.  Sh. Dewan instructed all concerned officials in his Department that the list should be provided to banks within three days. Sh. Jha advised all banks that as soon as the list is received, Aadhar numbers should be seeded.
2. The Health Department informed that they are facing problems in opening of new accounts of pregnant women in cases where no KYC document is available.  Dr. Dewan suggested that in such cases, new accounts should be opened on the basis of JSY Cards having Name, Address and Photo of the beneficiary.  It was decided that the banks having accounts of the Health Department would open accounts on the basis of JSY Cards  having Name, Address and Photo of the beneficiary provided such Cards are counter-signed by the official of Health Department authorized to operate  that bank account of the Health Department in authentication of name, address and photo of the beneficiary.  Dr. Shalley Kamra informed that in some cases issues are being faced in opening of accounts with zero balances.  Shri Jha advised all banks to open zero balance accounts without any hitch.  He also requested the Health Department to immediately inform SLBC if any such problem is faced by them in future.
3. The Health Department informed that they are facing problems in making payments through CPSMS as banks are not accepting print advice of CPSMS.  The reasons of the same were called from the banks.  The bank representatives informed that such slips are not signed by the official authorized to operate the bank account, in the absence of which they cannot debit the account of the Department.  It was decided that the Department shall submit the slips duly signed by the official authorized to operate the bank account of the Department.

4. One instance of charging of Rs. 1,200/- by PNB, Patel Nagar was also brought to the notice.  However, PNB confirmed that the same has already been reversed.

5. It was informed some banks are taking time in issuance of Pass Books which results in undue delay in updation of beneficiaries’ account details in MCTS/CPSMS.  Shri Jha advised all banks to immediately issue Pass Books in all accounts and in case it is not possible to issue Pass Book on the same day, a statement of account should be issued immediately.  It was decided that the Department shall update the details of bank accounts on the basis of statement of account in case Pass Book is not available.

6. It was also decided that since the beneficiaries of JSY Scheme are pregnant ladies, all the account opening formalities should be completed in one shot.

Sh Jha requested that banks and the concerned department of the State Govt. should work in close co-ordination for implementation of DBT in the State.
