Minutes of the Special SLBC meeting held on  August 22, 2012  under  the Chairmanship of Hon’ Chief Minister  to discuss Aadhar linked cash transfers to bank accounts of beneficiaries of social welfare schemes of the Government of Delhi.
Hon’ Chief Minister welcomed the Chairman, UIDAI and other dignitaries.   Chief Secretary explained that the purpose of the meeting was to discuss issues related to evolving a linkage between the transfer of cash subsidy, the UID number and bank accounts of beneficiaries of various social benefit schemes.

2.
It was noted that :

(i)
Government of Delhi was spending around ` 1400 crore on social welfare schemes; old age pension, purchase of uniforms, textbooks, stationery, scholarship to students, proposed Delhi Annashree Yojana for food subsidy etc. 
(ii)
Around 30 lakh beneficiaries, majority of who were students (around  18 lakh),  were availing the benefit of cash subsidy in Delhi. 
(iii)
In the catchment area  of  beneficiaries, there  would be those (a) who needed to be registered for the aadhar number; (b) who were registered but had still to receive the aadhar number; and (c) who were registered and had also received the aadhar number but did not have bank account.
(iv)
Though 1.34 crore of the population of Delhi had been registered, many have not actually received the UID number.  In some places, like Karol Bagh and East Delhi, surveys had shown that around 40 percent only had received the number.  DG, UIDAI informed that though the delivery system had improved, the matter would be taken up with India Post.  UIDAI had also recently started the facility for the beneficiaries to have the printout of digital copy of the UID.

(v)
Accordingly, effective coordination is required between UIDAI, Banks and Delhi Govt.  to establish an effective linkage between beneficiaries , UID numbers and bank accounts so that cash subsidy reached beneficiaries in a transparent manner. 
(vi)
The Dilli Annshree Yojana is going to be launched shortly for about 2 lakh beneficiaries. This would provide a useful platform to test the coordination needs.  It was proposed to organize camps to verify the documentation of beneficiaries.  Banks and UID registration facility too could be made available in the camps.  This would make the food cash subsidy aadhar linked immediately.

(vii)
Some dedicated space may be provided to the banks in all the District offices and other public dealing offices of GNCTD since a number of people visited these premises.  This way the cost of banking operations will also be reduced.

Chairman, UIDAI appreciating the initiatives of Delhi Government suggested the following measures:

· First, Government has to decide that the social benefit schemes shall be aadhar based and all new schemes should provide for a linkage between the benefit and the aadhar number of beneficiaries. 
· Access to and withdrawal of money should be easy and dependable.  Without this, the scheme would not work.  Rolling out of cash-in and cash-out plan (convenient for small transactions) and appointment of Business Correspondents for urbanized areas is, therefore, critical.

· Opening of existing and ‘no-frills’ bank accounts of all beneficiaries should be mapped with the corresponding aadhar numbers. 
· Aadhar Payment Bridge System had already been started and the same be used for cash transfer to beneficiaries.

The Convener, SLBC informed that for opening of bank accounts of school students, the following steps had been taken: (a) list of schools had been circulated to the member banks in the vicinity of schools; (b) dedicated helpline number, e-mail ID and SMS number to be contacted in the event of any difficulty in opening of accounts had been publicized.  But there are some difficulty in opening joint student-mother accounts as decided in the SLBC meeting of May 25,  2012.  It was suggested that the bank account of the student may be opened under the guardianship of mother. The  representative of the Indian Overseas Bank informed that special camps for opening bank accounts of school students was being organized on September 29, 2012 and will submit monthly compiled reports on the progress made in opening bank accounts for facilitating cash transfer.
5.
The following were the decisions:

· Administrative Departments of GNCTD to prepare complete lists of beneficiaries (under various social benefit schemes) with details of address bank account and UID numbers. The Aadhar Payment Bridge System can be used for making the aadhar linked transfer of cash subsidy. 
Action: Education, Social Welfare, Food and Civil Supply, Women and Child Development Departments of GNCTD, UIDAI.
· A time-barred ‘action plan’ with a clear schedule of activities, milestones and benchmarks be prepared jointly by Administrative Departments implementing the schemes with UIDAI and SLBC for making cash transfers to beneficiaries aadhar linked.
Action: Education, Social Welfare, Food and Civil Supply, Women and Child Development Departments of GNCTD, UIDAI and SLBC.
· Dedicated space for the Business Correspondent  to be arranged in all the GRC and Jeevan Centers  in consultation with SLBC. The list of GRC and Jeevan Centers may be provided to SLBC for assigning the same to member banks.
Action : Divisional Commissioner, Mission Convergence and  SLBC.
· GNCTD to accord publicity through print and electronic media to the fact that beneficiaries receiving cash subsidy under any social benefit schemes must be enrolled for aadhar numbers   and the same be linked with the bank accounts. The helpline number for UID registration and opening of bank accounts be highlighted in the campaign.

Action : Mission Convergence.
·  Banks have to organize special camps to link the present bank account with aadhar numbers of persons already receiving cash subsidy under various social benefit schemes. 
Action : SLBC and Member Banks.
