The following discussions took place during the meeting:-

Provision of Banking Services in Villages with population below 2000
Shri Jha referred to RBI Circular dated 19/06/2012 and requested the LDM to comply with the instructions contained in the same.  He requested the LDM to constitute a Sub Committee of the District Consultative Committee(DCC) to draw up a roadmap for provision of banking services in every village having a population below 2000 (2001 census) for providing banking services, in a time bound manner, especially, to start with, EBT services.  The LDM informed that one exercise has already been done in compliance to the Ministry of Finance directions to cover population between 1600 to 2000(2001 census) in Delhi State.  No uncovered village was found having population between 1600 to 2000.  He requested to let him first check whether there is any village in Delhi State having population below 2000 which is uncovered upto now.  Shri Jha agreed to the same and requested the LDM to inform the status within 3 days.

Financial Literacy Centres

Shri Jha referred to RBI Circular dated 06/06/2012 and requested the LDM to comply with the instructions contained in the same.  He informed that the new guidelines on FLCs have already been circulated to all SLBC Member Banks.  He requested the LDM to initiate action for setting up of Financial Literacy Centre in his office and advise all the rural branches of Scheduled Commercial Banks to undertake financial literacy activities in terms of RBI instructions.  Shri Suman agreed to the same and as regards to setting up of FLC he assured to refer the matter to his higher authorities to do the needful at an early date.
Strategy to Open Bank Accounts of Migrant Labour and Street Vendors / Hawkers in Urban Areas under Financial Inclusion
Shri Jha informed that Ministry of Finance has started a special drive to open Bank Accounts of Migrant Labour and Street Vendors/Hawkers in Urban Areas with a view to ensure their coverage under Financial Inclusion.  The drive has been started at the Delhi Centre initially and shall be extended to other cities at a later stage.  He informed that these accounts shall be opened in the form of SB Small Accounts.  A new simplified Account Opening Form applicable for all Public Sector Banks is being devised for this purpose based on the recommendations of the Working Group
