Minutes of the Special Meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) for 
Review of the Progress of 
Swabhimann Campaign held on 25th May 2012.

The special meeting of the Sate Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) was held under the chairmanship of Hon’ Chief Minister on 25th May 2012 at Conference Room No. 2, Delhi Secretariat, New Delhi. The list of participants is annexed. 

2.
At the outset, the Hon’ Chief Minister welcomed the representatives from various banks and requested for their co-operation in overall economic development of NCT of Delhi. Smt. Vidya Vati Rudra, Convenor, SLBC informed that the coverage of banking facilities has almost been done in Delhi.  She mentioned that out of the 110 villages which were under the un banked area, banking facilities have already provided in 109 villages and within a short span of time the remaining one village will also be provided the facilities of banking. The credit deposit ratio in Delhi has increased from 87 per cent in 2010-11 to 93 per cent in 2011-12. She also conveyed that the priority sector lending in Delhi has also increased considerably during the said period.

Chief Secretary requested the co-operation of banks for opening of no frill accounts in favour of students so that Government can transfer the money through ECS to their accounts.  He mentioned that Delhi Government has been providing various financial assistances to the students for purchase of uniform, text books/stationary and scholarship, etc.  Representatives from banks opined that they can open account for students with the active co-operation of their parents. In this regard Hon’ Chief Minister suggested instead of opening a bank account in the name of students, the  joint account with their mother name should be opened so that money transferred by the Government  can be used by the students only for the purpose, it is being given. The Secretary, Education Department was directed to consult the SLBC convenor for opening of bank accounts in favour of all the students.

Chief Secretary informed that Government has already completed the construction of nearly 15000 EWS houses in Delhi and on an average, poor household to pay an amount ranging from Rs. 0.75 lakh to Rs. 1.25 lakh per house. He requested the banks may provide the credit facility to these sections of the society and to fix an EMI which would be equivalent to rent of such house per month. The representative of Bank of Baroda conveyed that MD, DUSIB has already discussed with the legality as well as modality for providing the credit facilities to poor section as housing loan and they have also forwarded the proposal formally to their head office with the hope that the same will be approved. The chairman of the Delhi Co-operative Bank suggested that there is a need to form a committee, which will monitor the progress of the scheme. Hon’ Chief Minister desired that Chief Secretary will form a committee for this purpose.

The Mission Director, Samajik Suvidaha Sangam (SSS) informed that out of 9 lakh poor households in Delhi, only 2 lakh households have banking accounts and he pointed out that there is a need to open no frill accounts for the remaining vulnerable households. Hon’ Chief Minister suggested that in the Bhagidari Mela/Mega Camps could also be used by banks for opening up of no frill accounts for the vulnerable households in the camp itself. The SLBC Convenor/ Nodal Banks should contact, Managing Director, Samjik Suvidha Sangham for finalising arrangements for opening no frill account for 7 lakh vulnerable household, by August 2012.

Hon’ Chief Minister requested the banking forum to simplify the procedure so that the credit facilities to small and medium enterprises may improve. The representatives of various banks informed that there is no need for any collateral security for a loan upto Rs. 10 lakh. It was also mentioned that for a loan above Rs. 10 lakh upto the limit of Rs. 1 crore, there is some formal procedure which is required to be followed for availing such loan. The Hon’ Chief Minister desired that the procedure of availing loan upto Rs. 10 lakh for small and micro enterprises may be published in the form of pamphlets in Hindi and Urdu languages so that the same may also be distributed in the Bhagidari  Melas and District Workshops(25th June -6th July) so that they can avail loan for  setting up of their own micro enterprises.

Hon’ Chief Minister suggested that as a Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) the banks should also contribute financial assistance under the  scheme “Aapki Rasoi” which is meant to provide daily one time food to the poorest among poorer. Principal Secretary to CM pointed out that on an average Rs.14 lakh is required for providing food to about 300 persons in a year. He desired active contribution from the banking community in this matter because the required infrastructure under Aapki Rasoi is already exists. Special Secretary also informed about Gender Resource Centres for providing non-formal education and Vocational Training to unemployed youths. Chairman of the Delhi State Co-operative Bank suggested to create a corpus fund for providing the facilities as a corporate social responsibility of the banks. Hon’ Chief Minister appreciated the idea. It was decided that the Special Secretary to CM will send the details of the Aapki Rasoi Scheme and also of the Gender Resource Centre to representatives of all the banks so that each bank is able to sponsor 8-10 such centres.


Meeting ended with the vote of thanks to the chair.
